Mathematics is creative as well as 

functional.  

The Faculty aims to teach in a 

meaningful 

context whilst providing opportunities for the 

students 

to use their skills 

creatively 

through problem solving and 

investigation.  

Each teacher 

endeavours 

to provide a variety of experiences and 

activities 

within each module of study and during a 

lesson 

if possible, e.g. practical work, 

observation, 

talking and listening, reflection, 

reading 

and writing.  It is believed that to 

actively 

involve the students in their 

learning 

will help to foster independent thinking and 

informed 

planning.  The Faculty uses and 

supports 

the reward system and records 

achievement.
